investors. He emphasized that promotional plans
for Al-Hussein Industrial City are ongoing in both
the local and international markets, alongside other
industrial cities spread throughout Jordan.

For their part, the General Manager of Al-Ufug Al-
Jadeed Agricultural Company revealed that the new
investment will specialize in agricultural production.
In its initial phase, it will involve establishing
a fertilizer factory for the local market and for
export. God willing, the company plans to later
establish factories for the production of agricultural
pesticides, plastics, and agricultural netting.

They confirmed that their investment, upon
completion of its phases, will contribute to providing
50 job opportunities, a number that will increase in
conjunction with the company’s future expansion
plans. It is worth noting that the incentive package
in Al Hussein Bin Abdullah Il Industrial City included
reducing the price of land in the city to 10 Jordanian
dinars per square meter instead of 25 dinars
for the first 100 dunams of land. Additionally, it
included reductions in electricity tariffs for 10 years,
ranging from 75% to 25% from the project’s actual
commencement. Industrial investments will receive
a 75% discount on their electricity bills for the first

five years, 50% for the sixth, seventh, and eighth
years, and 25% for the ninth and tenth years.
The package also included extending the
support provided to Jordanian workers in the
production branches program to five years
instead of three. This support covers 50% of the
minimum wage, plus 25 dinars for social security
and 25 dinars for transportation. Furthermore,
goods exported through the Agaba Container
Terminal and manufactured in Al Hussein
Industrial City will receive a 50% discount for
five years, subject to specific conditions for all
these incentives.

he Jordan Industrial Estates Corporation
announced today the attraction of a new
industrial investment to the King Hussein
Bin Abdullah Il Industrial City, benefiting
from the government incentive package
allocated to the city. The investment will
specialize in agricultural production, reaching 5
million dinars, and is expected to provide 50 job
opportunitie s upon completion of its production
phases.
Following the signing of the agreement with Al-
Ufug Al-Jadeed Agricultural Company (the project
owner), Mr. Uday Obeidat, Director General of
the Jordan Industrial Estates Corporation, stated
that this new investment adds to the series of
new industrial investments attracted by the King
Hussein Bin Abdullah Il Industrial City in Karak
Governorate. These investments have benefited

now reached 18 new industrial investments totaling
27 million Jordanian dinars. Of these, 8 factories
have commenced operations in the city, and 8
others are under construction, expected to provide
300-400 job opportunities for the residents of the
governorate.

Mr. Obeidat further explained that with the signing of
this agreement, the number of industrial companies
in the city has now reached 48, representing
a total investment of 51 million dinars. These
companies have already created approximately
977 job opportunities in their initial operational
phases. Mr. Uday Obeidat called on investors and
businesspeople to take advantage of the incentive
package offered to industrial investments in the
city, which has contributed to attracting numerous

economic wheel, supports the related sectors, and enhances the
status of Agaba as a city that combines investment, tourism, and
major international events.

It is necessary to talk about the developments in the area west
of King Hussein International Airport in Agaba, which focuses
on tourism and logistical expansion. Safadi showed us the
implementation mechanism and plans for the development of the
airport for 2026. Furthermore, how this development will contribute
to economic growth, and the importance of this development in
strengthening the position of Agaba as an important air gate.
Safadi said: “The development of the area west of King Hussein
International Airport is one of the main strategic axes in Agaba
Development Corporation ‘s vision to promote tourism and
logistics expansion in the city. The geographical location of this
region gives it a unique competitive advantage, as it is a meeting
point between the international airport, the port system, and the
investment and industrial areas, making it an ideal environment for
the establishment of integrated projects that support sustainable
economic growth.”

and emphasize the company’s endeavor continued investment of
this vital site through the development of a coherent project package
that enhances the integration of air, sea and land transport, and
increases the efficiency of the operational system in Agaba as a
whole. Today, the western region of the airport is witnessing the
implementation of qualitative strategic projects, foremost of which
is the Agaba International Exhibition Center, which is a platform for
attracting international events and specialized exhibitions, in a way
that enhances business tourism and raises hotel occupancy rates
and economic movement in the city.”

He further added that an international world-class motor racing
track is being developed over a wide area with the aim of attracting
regional and international sports tournaments and events, adding a
new dimension to sports tourism in Agaba. In addition, the Heritage
Aircraft Museum is being established in cooperation with the
Jordanian Armed Forces, to be a tourist and cultural landmark that
reflects the national heritage and attracts a new segment of visitors
interested in quality tourism.

In the logistical framework, Safadi explained how King Hussein
International Airport is witnessing a comprehensive modernization
that includes the development of baggage handling systems, and
raising operational readiness to receive a larger number of flights,
in a way that enhances its ability to serve the growing tourism
and investment movement. Work is also underway to establish
international training stadiums with approved standards, thus
consolidating Agaba’s status as a destination for international
sports camps during the winter seasons.

Through these integrated projects, he emphasized the
transformation of the West Airport region into a new development
pole that combines tourism, sports, business tourism, and logistics,
which enhances Agaba’s position as an integrated air, logistics,
and tourism gateway, and supports its position as a major economic
driver at the national and regional level.

In our talk about the most prominent challenges facing ADC, and
how the company deals with reducing challenges and turning them
into opportunities.

Safadi replied: “ Agaba Development Corporation faces some data

related to the nature of the changing global and regional economic
environment, foremost of which is the volatility of international
markets, the increasing competition between special economic
zones in attracting qualitative investments, as well as geopolitical
shifts that directly affect the movement of trade and global supply
chains.”

The
introduction of natural gas into industrial areas is a strategic step
that enhances the competitiveness of factories and supports
sustainable industrial expansion.

He also stressed the importance of human resources and how
the company attaches great importance to investing in human
resources, as akey pillar of any successful economic transformation,
focusing on training, knowledge transfer and raising operational
efficiency in line with international standards.

In light of the global shift towards a green economy, Safadi said
that the company is working to support clean energy and green
hydrogen projects, and to prepare the necessary infrastructure to
attract these future investments, which puts Agaba in an advanced
position within the value chains associated with sustainable energy.
In addition, explain how the transit and storage system is being
developed to enhance Agaba’s role as a regional re-export and
logistics hub, broadening the revenue base and enhancing the
resilience of the local economy to external fluctuations.

conferences and events, in a way that supports business tourism
and creates a direct and indirect economic impact on the
hospitality, transport and services sectors. He added that the
international car race track is also being developed on an area of
about 1,000 dunams, according to international standards, which
opens the way for hosting regional and international championships
that enhance the tourist presence of the city outside the traditional
season.

Within the framework of diversifying the tourism product, Safadi
said: “The Heritage Aircraft Museum is being established in
cooperation with the Jordanian Armed Forces, to add a new cultural
and historical dimension to the tourism scene, and attract a different
category of visitors and interested people. The development
also included the modernization of Agaba Stadium and the
establishment of internationally accredited training stadiums,
which enhances the city’s position as a suitable location for sports
camps and tournaments, especially in light of its moderate climate
during most months of the year.

In addition, the city park is being developed as a state-of-the-art
public facility that raises the quality of life for Agaba residents
and visitors, and promotes community and leisure tourism. King
Hussein International Airport has also been modernized, upgraded
its operational capacity and developed baggage handling systems
and services, which contributes to improving the passenger
experience and enhancing air connectivity with regional and
international markets.”

In terms of land connectivity, he stressed that the Durra border
crossing witnessed a movement of more than 500,000 passengers
annually, reflecting the importance of Agaba as a southern
gateway to Jordan. A comprehensive development project is
also being implemented for the crossing with a value of about 24
million dinars, with the aim of raising its operational efficiency and
enhancing connectivity with the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, in order
to support inter-tourism and trade movement.

With this integrated system of projects, show how ADC is
consolidating the city’s position as a multidimensional regional
tourism destination, combining entertainment, business, sports,

And about what efforts are
being made by the company to enhance the role of the exhibition
grounds in attracting events and their impact on the city. Safadi
replied: “The exhibition ground in Agaba is one of the modern
economic pillars that promote the diversification of the productive
base of the city, by hosting specialized international events and
exhibitions that contribute to the revitalization of both the economic
and tourism movement. The development of this facility comes
within a strategic vision that aims to consolidate Agaba’s position
as a regional hub for hosting major exhibitions, conferences and
events, taking advantage of its geographical location, advanced
infrastructure, and air, land and sea connectivity.

The Agaba International Exhibition Centre is an integrated platform
capable of attracting industrial, defense, commercial and tourism
exhibitions throughout the year, creating a direct and indirect
economic impact that transcends the boundaries of the event site
itself. Every international event held in Agaba is reflected in the
high occupancy rates of hotels, the revitalization of the transport
sector, the increased demand for hospitality, restaurants and
logistics services, as well as the stimulation of local companies and
service providers.”

He also showed how the center contributes to attracting visitors and
participants from different countries of the world, which enhances
the presence of Agaba on the map of regional and international
events, and supports the image of the city as a business and
tourism destination at the same time. ADC is working to build
an integrated calendar of annual events, in coordination with
stakeholders and strategic partners, to ensure the sustainability
of the activity throughout the year, and to achieve the maximum
possible economic impact.

Through this approach, he explained that the exhibition ground
is not limited to being a space to host a temporary event, but
turns into a development engine that enhances the rotation of the

operational partnership model based on the principle of management
and operation without transferring ownership of assets, as all assets
remain fully owned by the Jordanian government represented by
the company. This model relies on empowering specialized global
operators to manage and operate facilities with high efficiency, in return
for clear financial returns, and the transfer of advanced operational
knowledge and experience, while fully preserving national sovereignty
and ensuring the sustainability of Jordanian employment.

He stressed that the company today manages an integrated system of
strategic partnerships, including the container port in partnership with
the APM Terminals Group, the industrial port in cooperation with the
phosphate and potash companies, the phosphate port, and the Sheikh
Sabah Gas Port in cooperation with the National Electricity Company, in
addition to the partnership for the multi-purpose port. He indicated the
extent to which these models contribute to raising operating efficiency
and increasing the volume of handling, introducing modern operating
systems and global environmental standards, enhancing connectivity
to international supply chains, attracting capital investments to develop
equipment and infrastructure, in addition to maintaining a Jordanian
employment rate exceeding 95%.

According to Safadi, who began his talk about the city of Agaba
and the fact that it is not just a sea port, but an integrated logistical
and investment platform that serves regional markets and enjoys a
flexible regulatory environment and competitive tax incentives.
Safadi explained that Agaba Development Corporation is
responsible for managing and developing the strategic assets of
the port system in the Special Economic Zone, within an advanced

medical colleges.

With the increasing use of digital education tools, and how
smart technologies have become a key element in campus
infrastructure. We asked the doctor about his evaluation
of the experience of the University of Jordan to ensure a
smooth infrastructure for technologies on campus?

The doctor replied: “The evaluation of the University
of Jordan’'s experience in building a seamless digital
infrastructure reflects an ambitious digital transformation
journey aimed at aligning modern global requirements.
This experience can be assessed through several key
pillars that have made the university a role model in the
region:

For IT Center
The University of Jordan is one of the leading institutions in
benefiting from e-learning platforms, such as Moodle, and
the Center’s efforts have contributed to:
Providing an e-learning platform that contains all university
materials and links them to interactive digital resources.
Promote educational resilience by enabling a smooth
transition to blended and remote learning modes.
Providing high-quality global applications related to all
university subjects and used as basic tools in the style
of distance education and interactive communication
between students and faculty members.
As for the network and communication infrastructure, the
university has worked to provide comprehensive coverage
of high-speed wireless Internet in the various facilities
of the campus, allowing instant access to information
anywhere. Al-Hawamdeh stressed that the university has
a solid technical structure capable of supporting large
quantities of academic and administrative data, while
ensuring information security and continuity of services.
Speaking about the project of digitizing educational
content, he explained that it aims to transform educational
materials from their traditional paper or electronic image
into digital content that is produced internally by a
specialized team that deals with all artistic production
processes such as content creation, graphic design, 3D
modeling, animation of designs, photography of faculty
members in specialized photography studios and in the
field in laboratories, stadiums, operating rooms, etc.,
video editing, final output, and programming of related
interactive activities, so that the digitized materials are of
a professional nature and international quality standards
that ensure the presentation of science in its model and
interactive form, and presenting it to the highest standards
in the e-learning platform and modern learning and
teaching applications and tools available in all halls and
auditoriums of the University of Jordan. He added that at

the same time, the efficiency of faculty members is raised
and their capacities are built in the use of smart halls and
modern digital learning, teaching and evaluation tools
through a systematic set of continuous training programs
every academic year. As a whole, this has improved the
quality of the educational process and increased student
interaction, and will ensure university outcomes that
enrich this great country and the world with its creations
and innovations. As for the idea of a smart campus, he
explained that the university has taken a number of steps
to reach the correct implementation of the idea by issuing
a smart card. The university launched a magnetic card for
students and employees used for personal identification,
electronic payment and access to the library and various
facilities, which contributed to facilitating the procedures .
It has digitized the transactions that made registration,
payment of fees and obtaining results through electronic
platforms and smart phone applications, which ensures a
flexible experience and reduces congestion. He touched
on the importance of laboratories and technological
classrooms, where the rooms were equipped with smart
display media and advanced audio systems, which
made the lectures more interactive and effective. In
addition to the establishment of specialized laboratories:
The university provided computer laboratories equipped
with the latest software to serve scientific and technical
disciplines.

professional and administrative cadres, and reducing
operational and maintenance costs. Al-Hawamdeh says
that the University of Jordan is a leading national model in
adopting sustainability strategies, given its vast area and
societal impact. To set an example for educational institutions,
the university adopts a package of environmentally friendly
solutions that blend preserving its historical legacy with
modern technology.

He added thatthe university continues to strengthen its position
as one of the pillars of higher education in the Kingdom,
by adopting a sustainable approach that is consistent with
national trends and sustainable development goals. Within the
framework of its vision to be an environmentally and socially
responsible university, and in talking about the initiatives
launched by the university that made it a model to be followed
in Jordan and the region, Al-Hawamdeh showed us these
initiatives in detail

The first initiative is (clean energy... green campus)

In a move considered one of the largest at the level of
Jordanian universities, the university completed a 16 MW
solar energy project, which contributed to reducing electricity
consumption and carbon emissions significantly. The
university has also worked to raise energy efficiency through
the installation of LED lighting systems, and the implementation
of thermal insulation for hundreds of thousands of square
meters of building roofs. The energy system has had an
important impact in significantly reducing carbon emissions
and reducing the energy bill, allowing financial savings to be
redirected to support scientific research.

The second initiative is: (Efficiently managed water...
cleaner environment)

The university is constantly striving to redesign the campus
structure to be environmentally friendly. It has adopted
initiatives to rationalize water consumption and supported
the efforts of the Water, Energy and Environment Center in

training, research and providing practical solutions. It has also
started implementing an integrated waste sorting system and
shifting to digital procedures that reduce paper consumption.
As for the third initiative, it is (sustainability at the heart of the
educational process)

The university’s efforts did not stop at infrastructure, but
extended to education and research. It has incorporated
sustainability concepts into a number of its academic
programs, and promoted student projects related to clean
energy, environment, and sustainable development. This is
supported by an active research ecosystem that contributes
to practical solutions to Jordan’s environmental challenges.
There is an initiative (Partnerships for the Future)

Which made the University of Jordan open to its local
environment through partnerships with government and
private institutions, and community initiatives aimed at
spreading environmental awareness and promoting the
culture of the Green Campus. Community service units
continue to organize interactive projects and initiatives that
contribute to the consolidation of the concept of a sustainable
university.

As for initiatives aimed at leadership (leadership enhanced
by numbers)

It shows the university’s achievements clearly in the Ul
Green Metric World Ranking of Green Universities, and in the
remarkable progress in reducing emissions and improving
resource efficiency according to the Sustainability Plan 2025.
The university is credited with maintaining large areas of
nature and vegetation within its campus, making it one of the
most beautiful and diverse university environments.

He stressed the university’s adoption of the “Green University”
approach by sorting waste through the deployment of
containers dedicated to sorting paper, plastic, and metals
in various colleges, and through partnerships with local
recycling institutions to ensure the safe and environmentally
friendly treatment of waste resulting from scientific and

classrooms and terraces in all faculties and centers of the
University. Al-Hawamdeh explained that the modernization
includes changing old seats to modern seats, replacing
old floors, painting walls, installing borrowed ceilings and
lighting, modernizing the electricity and Internet network,
smart screens with interactive boards and a smart podium
device designed specifically for the University of Jordan.
Al-Hawamdeh added that the number of halls that have
been modernized so far has reached about 350 halls, which
are the teaching halls in all the university, in addition to the
modernization of the halls of the university hospital, and the
modernization was carried out through the university cadres
and through sub-bids implemented by the engineering and
maintenance departments. The modernization project also
included all the runways of the university, including the
provision of central air conditioning systems, decorations,
modern chairs, and integrated infrastructure and technology.
The project included the modernization of all health units that
serve students in the colleges and centers of the university,
as the health units in the teaching complexes and some
colleges have been modernized and work is still continuing
to complete this project, in addition to contracting with a
company to follow up the cleanliness of these units and the
sustainability of work in them properly.

The project also included the establishment of multi-purpose
halls to hold seminars and conferences in all faculties of the
university technologically equipped with smart systems and
advanced infrastructure.

He pointed out that the university is constantly working to
update its administrative and service systems directed
to students and faculty members in order to ensure
digital transformation in these services, as the Digital
Transformation Committee at the university is working
according to an integrated plan to modernize, digitize and
automate all procedures and services directed to students,
employees and the local community.

Al-Hawamdeh also stressed that the proper planning of
campus infrastructure is closely and directly related to the
quality of education. There is an enabling environment to
transform the educational process from mere indoctrination
to an integrated creative experience. He pointed out the
main points that smart planning serves as a catalyst to raise
the quality standards of learning, teaching and evaluation
processes, namely:

Improving the physical environment: Providing natural
lighting, proper ventilation, and noise isolation in classrooms,
which increases the concentration and absorption rates of
students.

Technology Integration

The availability of fast internet networks and equipped
laboratories enables the application of diverse learning
methods and facilitates access to global digital resources.
This also improves the efficiency of the teaching staff by
providing different teaching aids and modern technologies
that make the delivery of information smoother and
more interactive, and make the work environment more
stimulating and participatory. The technological development
of laboratories improves the efficiency of scientific research.

Improving the external environment and university facilities
This is reflected on students through improving mental
and physical health and its impact on improving academic
achievement and facilitating movement for students with
disabilities.

The above points contribute to facilitating the work of

hen talking about universities, thinking always
goes to the academic side, but there are
other aspects that concern the university
no less, and one of the basic aspects is
planning the infrastructure and ensuring
the optimal use of each square foot of the
campus area, and renovating and improving the quality
of each of the classrooms, laboratories, meeting rooms,
and recreational areas, all within one space. To shed
light on this important topic and other topics related to
universities, we had this special meeting with the Vice
Chancellor of the Mother University and the first in the
ranking of universities in the Kingdom, the University of
Jordan, Prof. Dr. Ziad Al-Hawamdeh, whose dialogue
was fruitful and useful in talking about this type of effective
management of infrastructure that works to improve

resources and ensure the adaptation of the campus over
time to changing needs.

Dr. Al-Hawamdeh says, the experience of the University of
Jordan in modernizing the infrastructure and technology
and transforming the university campus into a smart
campus is a real success story. In 2022, the President
of the University, Prof. Dr. Nazir Obeidat, launched a
comprehensive and integrated plan to modernize the
infrastructure and technology through the formation of the
Structural Modernization Committee and the Technical
Modernization Committee at the University. It was one of
the effective steps taken by the President and enriched
by the University, headed by the Vice President for
Administrative Affairs with the participation of the directors
of the concerned university departments. An integrated
plan was developed to inventory and modernize all

to establish a unique project in the Dead Sea, which is a multi-use
track for speed and excitement sports and drones, on an area of
133 dunums, with an investment volume of one million Jordanian
dinars, and provides 50 jobs. He added that this project includes
playgrounds for children and sessions on the sea, and the group also
presented the project of the airstrip park on an area of 75 dunums to
be another outlet for Jordanians and their families.

He explained that the group has completed the maintenance of the
initial corniche, which extends to 1.2 km on the sea, and includes
an outdoor theater and several other activities. The group also
intends to officially open the project in the fourth quarter of this year,
in addition to conducting an expansion study of Prince Hussein bin
Abdullah I Park in the Dead Sea area. In its new form, the tourist
beach is expected to constitute a qualitative addition to the tourism
investment system in the Kingdom, which reflects the commitment
of the Jordanian Group of Free Zones and Development Zones
to support the national economy and stimulate the business
environment in the development areas. Ajlouni reviewed the most
important economic indicators for the performance of free zones
during the period from 1/1/2025 to 31/10/2025, compared to the same
period last year, which reflects high flexibility and advanced ability to
adapt to economic and trade variables (regional and international).
He explained that the total volume of trade in the free zones amounted
to about 5 billion Jordanian dinars until 1/12/2025, recording a growth
of 17% compared to the same period in 2024, while total exports
increased to about 2.6 billion Jordanian dinars, with a growth rate of
15%, which confirms the continued vital role of the free zones as a
main engine for trade and re-export.

He pointed out that domestic exports achieved growth of 12%, while
international exports increased by 18%, stressing that these results
reflect the improved competitiveness of the national product,
and the growing confidence of foreign markets in the investment
environment in the Jordanian free zones. Al-Ajlouni pointed out
that the revenues of free zones increased by 12% to reach about
34 million Jordanian dinars in 2025, which indicates the efficiency
of operational and administrative policies and the sustainability of
economic activity within the regions.

Al-Ajlouni concluded by saying that the Jordanian Group of Free
Zones and Development Zones entered at the beginning of this
year 2026 an advanced stage of institutional work, which consists
of deliberate expansion, maximizing the economic impact, and
achieving sustainable development value, based on a clear
vision aimed at enhancing the investment environment in various
regions of the Kingdom. He stressed that the Group adopts a
modern investment approach that balances economic feasibility
and development impact, with a focus on projects capable of
generating job opportunities, stimulating the tourism sector, and
enhancing Jordan’s position as a regional investment destination.
He pointed out that the next stage will witness the opening of new
strategic projects, as well as projects whose agreements have
been signed and entered the implementation stages.

It will also continue to play its pivotal role in attracting
quality investments to free zones and development zones,
especially the airport free zone and the Dead Sea and
Ajloun tourist development areas, pointing out that the year
2026 constitutes a pivotal milestone in the group’s journey.

tax incentives, and these investments help the group to achieve
sustainable development, which opens the way for the private sector
to enter into real development partnerships that serve the region.
He also touched on the fundamental achievements of the Ajloun/
Sawan development area, the most important of which is the
presentation of the comprehensive plan for the area, the award of the
Ajloun Cable Car with the Silver Jubilee Medal by His Majesty King
Abdullah Il Ibn Al-Hussein, and the appointment of the necessary
human cadres to ensure operational sustainability.

Regarding the Dead Sea Development Area, Ajlouni said: The
region is witnessing an accelerated investment movement led by the
Jordanian Group of Free Zones and Development Zones, through
the development of qualitative tourism projects aimed at enhancing
the attractiveness of the region and providing an outlet for the
Jordanian citizen. These efforts include the restoration of Oman'’s
tourist beach, which is expected to open during the last quarter of
this year under the new name (Dead Sea Tourism Beach), as well
as the development of the Dead Sea Promenade facade, and the
provision of dedicated booths as job opportunities to support the
local community and reduce slums, as part of a strategy that seeks
to raise the competitiveness of the region as a global development
and tourism destination.

The Chairman of the Group, Eng. Sakhr Al-Ajlouni, confirmed
that this step comes to enhance the integration between
the “Tourist Beach” and “Corniche” projects, as they are
two basic pillars to raise the attractiveness of the region.

In this context, the Group signed a management and operation
agreement with FHM “Hotel and Restaurant Management and
Operation”, a specialized national institution with long experience
in the management and operation of hotels, restaurants and tourist
facilities, to undertake the tasks of rehabilitating and operating some
tourism projects in accordance with the latest international standards,
in preparation for receiving visitors during national and official
holidays and the upcoming tourist season. Al-Ajlouni explained that
the agreement aims to introduce modern management methods
based on advanced technologies, while fully adhering to public
safety and environmental sustainability standards, in order to ensure
anexceptional experience for the Jordanian visitor and foreign tourist.
He said that the Dead Sea tourist beach extends over an area of
up to 240 dunums, with a capacity of more than 4,500 visitors at
a time. The development plan is designed to provide a safe family
experience, including the modernization of all service facilities, the
establishment of shaded seating areas, and the provision of hotel
and entertainment services that meet the aspirations of visitors.
Al-Ajlouni stressed that the project carries development dimensions
beyond the tourism aspect, as it will contribute to creating direct job
opportunities for the members of the local community, in addition to
activating the social responsibility programs pursued by the group
to support the surrounding environment and achieve sustainable
development. Within the framework of diversifying the tourism and
entertainment product, the Group signed an agreement with one
of the subsidiaries of the King Abdullah Il Fund for Development

and Development Zones and its investments in the Kingdom.

At the beginning of his speech to the” investors “, Al-Ajlouni said:
*Jordan Group for Free Zones and Development Zones has recently
proved its ability to achieve achievements in the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan. It is considered a leading and successful investment in
attracting qualitative investments from various local, regional and
international sources, through the preparation of the investment
environment that is commensurate with the quality of investment and
the institutional and national objectives desired to be achieved.”

He stressed that all targeted projects in any governorate serve
the people of the region and help improve their standard of living.
Al-Ajlouni pointed out that the Jordanian Group of Free Zones and
Development Zones is recently witnessing an investment movement in
Jordan to promote tourism, especially after the great success achieved
by the Ajloun cable car project. A company specialized in cable car
management and tourism projects was established, which aims to be
a major operator of various cable car projects in the Kingdom. Ajloun/
Al-Sawan development area is a vivid example of the success of the
Jordanian model in integrating tourism and sustainable development.
The Ajloun cable car witnessed the changing features of the tourism
movement in the north of the Kingdom, where the number of visitors
exceeded one million last year. The group was also able to train and
develop a professional team to manage the cable car technically in
cooperation with Doppelmayr International.

He explained that the group is currently implementing the Ajloun
National Park project on an area of 750 dunums, in two stages: The
first phase will be 140 dunums, while the second phase will be within
the development part, the first 150 dunums, and the rest of the areas
will be completed later, which is the largest development and tourism
project in the north of the Kingdom, where the expected investment
amounted to about 70 million dinars.

He pointed out that the project aspires to prolong the duration of the

visitor's stay in Ajloun Governorate and enrich the experience through
several new investment projects and activities, such as adventure
sports and environmental cottages, as well as providing recreation
and entertainment areas and a children’s play area, in addition to
various events such as recreational aviation, bicycles, and open-air
tourist bus, all of which aim to improve the visitor's experience.

He added that the project in all its stages will leave a significant
economic and social impact in the governorate, as it will contribute to
providing direct job opportunities for the people of Ajloun Governorate,
in addition to hundreds of indirect opportunities during the construction
and operation stages and providing sustainable support services.
It will also provide between (15 to 20) investment opportunities,
including a four-star hotel, a boutique hotel, an environmental hostel,
a camping area for university and school students, a family park and
children’s games, an adventure area, an outdoor cinema, in addition
to multi-purpose halls.

He also stressed that the Ajloun cable car keeps pace with the
digital and technological transformation, so the services have been
developed to adapt to global change and developments, as the
electronic billing system has been activated, a new website has been
launched, electronic payment of cable car tickets has been activated,
and the electronic turn system for riding cars has also been activated.
He pointed out that 16 investment contracts have been concluded in
the Ajloun/ Sawan development area until the end of 2024 to occupy
and operate: Commercial shops with various activities, restaurants and
hospitality facilities, in addition to the seasonal market for marketing
the products of the local community, which contributes to maximizing
the economic and social impact, will contribute to providing more than
200 direct jobs for the people of Ajloun Governorate, in addition to
hundreds of indirect opportunities.

Al-Ajlouni explained that the development zones projects in Jordan
focus on promoting investment through advanced infrastructure and
